It has helped nearly 4,000 people
since the program began and has not only expanded to other New Hampshire cities, but has been
recognized nationally as an example of using civil services to combat the drug epidemic.

This donation to Manchester’s Safe Station program came from Members First’s share of
reimbursements the National Credit Union Association (NCUA) is providing to federally-insured credit
